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Exercise 3: The pawn

In this exercise we are going to use only the pawns, positioned
on their regular places. The player who manages to get one of
his pawns to the end of the chessboard, wins the first “battle”.
Then the players change colors and they play again. But this
time the player who has lost, starts with a pawn less. So, the
players continue. The one who has, after some “battles”, only 3
pawns, loses the game.
